You know, the one they always have in the Day-By-Day

book? Then everything is pink. Not exactly color map, but pastel pinkish maps. It is so hard to look

at it. I don't think I have ever gotten pissed off from a guidebook before, but this one definitely got to

me. Finally, there is no picture... of anything. Just lots of words. I don't want a guidebook with words!

I'd get a history book in that case. I don't want to look for words in a paragraph when I'm lost in

Hong Kong! I want pictures, maps, characters that'll help me find things ASAP. I'm done venting

about this book. Just don't get this book. I'm returning it right now.

The pullout map of greater Hong Kong has a laughable error. It indicates the entire Hong Kong

Island is less than 1/2 mile long. Hope that was fixed in later editions.
