designed for anyone who appreciates all aspects of the artistic realm and its visionaries - fine art,

surrealism, neo-classical, sculpture, graphic, comic, modern, post modern, futuristic, sci-fi + fantasy,

darkly morbid and chilling imagery, light-hearted and humorous characterizations, digital art, pop

culture models and statues, mixed media, you name it, it's here. A lovingly compiled treasure chest

of time capsule culture collected by those who wish to give the gift of exposure in a world of myopic,

boring and sedentary media tableau.Do yourself a life-affirming favor and seek out several editions

of this incredible series, though I'd recommend some of the more recent ones to really kick-start the

old ticker.
