Christopher Smith is a lawyer in Alabama and a huge Disney World fan. He’s gathered together a
treasure trove of information on all the Disney World rides that were proposed but for one reason or
another never actually built. Although I've read some of this information before, it was useful to have
it brought together in one place.The main flaw in the book is that it has absolutely no photos,
drawings, or other visuals of any of these rides. Concept art exists for many of these rides and, in
fact, spends quite a lot time giving the reader descriptions of the art. But those description are no
substitute for actually seeing it. | assume that book’s budget or permission issues with Disney kept
the book from having any visuals.The book could also have used a good editor to rein in some of
Smith’s overly exuberant prose.But, hey, this is a fan’s book. It was by a fan for other fans and on

that basis, | very much enjoyed it.
